Volunteering

As already mentioned, we are a volunteer organization. We ask
that each family help by serving in some way each and every
season that they participate in. Below you will find a brief de-
scription of each job that needs to be performed in any given
season. We know by experience that many hands make light
work, and we must consider the cost before we begin. Please,
read these descriptions and jump in to lend a helping hand.

Coach - Every Season - Coaches work with the children to
learn the sport of the season. They must be willing to instruct
and teach the children how to conduct themselves on the field of
play. It requires approx. 5-6 hours per week, and every coach
must have a current coaches’ application on file.

Asst. Coach - Every Season - Helps the coach in every aspect
and often fills in if the coach is unable to attend games or prac-
tices. Also requires approx. 5-6 hours per week.

Referee - Soccer, Basketball, Football/Umpire - Baseball -
Are the officials of the game. Need to know the rules and need
to be able to enforce them. This job requires approx. 2 hrs. per
game. If we have enough officials, you would only be asked to
help with 3 to 4 games per season.

Sideline Flags - Soccer - Help the officials with balls going out
of play and off sides. The referee will go over with you what is
required of you before the game begins. The hour requirements
are approx. those of a referee; however, you may be asked to do
this many times.

Time Keeper/Score Keeper - Basketball - Help the officials
by running the clock, keeping track of fouls, ball possession and
the score. The time requirement for this position is approx. 2
hrs. per game.

4. Pets are NOT permitted at practices and games hosted at pri-
vate facilities (ie: churches, schools, etc . . .)

5. NO player is allowed to participate without a submitted/
notarized registration form. Registration forms will be carried by
coaches to all games and practices.

6 There are NO DROP OFFS AT PRACTICE OR GAMES. If
your child is under the care of another adult, you must complete a
Parental Covering form, which can be obtained from the coach.

7. Parents are responsible for their little children and should ac-
company them at all times.

8. ONLY BEACH FUNDRAISING is permitted at Beach Junior
Athletic activities.

9. All games will begin on time and start with prayer. Players
should be at the games at least 15 minutes before game time.

10. Players will receive an equal amount of playing time. How-
ever, if you have been consistently absent from practice, the
amount of time played could reflect this.

11. This is a volunteer league and everyone’s help is needed.
Please, make sure you have signed up for a duty and that you ful-
fill your obligation. This league will only be as good as we make
it. Let us work together to make it great!

12. In the case of inclement weather, SHOW UP unless other-
wise notified of cancellation or postponement. You can also
check our website for any announcements. Whether or not we
play will be determined by 7:00am the morning of the game.
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What We Ask of You and Your Family

Please, note that these requests are general. Each sport will have
additional things that will be asked of you and your family.

1. Godly character and good sportsmanship is expected of EVE-
RYONE (director, coordinator, coaches, parents, players, refe-
rees, children and spectators.) Disrespectful conduct to persons
or property will NOT be tolerated.

Do not flaunt vic-
tory or sulk over defeat, accept both with modesty and gracious-
ness.

e. Understand and observe the rules of the game and follow the
standards.

2. All sports are team sports; therefore, each player is an impor-
tant member of the team. If you are going to miss a practice or a
game, please let the coach know. Also, please, keep your ab-
sences to a minimum. It is hard on a team to have players miss-
ing. Set high standards for yourself. Expect the best from all
members of the team.

3. Please, ensure that all practice/game sites are taken care of.
Clean-up all of your spills and trash. No climbing on trees or fa-
cility property. Stay within designated areas. Respect the facili-
ties and property that we have been so graciously allowed to use.
